Maximum of 4 players per
group. Foursomes preferred.
Every player must have their
own set of golf clubs.

Local Rules
Rules of Play

R.C.G.A. rules will govern all play except
where modified by the local rules.

Out of Bounds
Defined by white stakes or  boundary fences
on holes #2 and #4. Please note that the 8th

 fairway is out of bounds when   playing the
7th hole, but not vice versa.

Hazards
Lateral hazards defined by red stakes; water
hazards defined by yellow stakes.

Paths, Roadways & Parking Lot
Ball may be lifted, without  penalty, and
dropped at the  nearest point of relief, no
closer to the hole.

Fast Play Tips
• Never record your score on or near 
the green.

• Do not leave your clubs or cart at the front
of the green

• Go directly to your ball and hit when safe
to do so.

• Be prepared to putt when it’s your turn.
Line up your putt while others are doing
the same.

• Mark errant shots with a landmark, 
hit a provisional ball when in doubt, and
be conscious of the 5 minute loss ball rule.

KEEP PACE!!
Target Time - 2 hours maximum for 9 holes.

Play ready golf. Keep pace with those in front of you 
and when necessary, wave faster players through.
